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1-Syedna Ali Murtaza &
(-40 HA)

Fourth Khalifa
Q1- Describe the lineage, qualities and Excellence of Syedna Ali ibn Abi Talib .4:7?

Ans-Name and Lineage (< 9 pb); Name — Ali, patronymic (<wS) — Abul Hasan, Abu Turab
and Appellation (<&)) — Hyder. Father’s name — Abu Talib. As Hadhrat Abu Talib married his
own paternal uncle’s daughter (or cousin sister) Fatima binth Assad «&, the title of Syedna Ali
< was ((nd k)l cuxs) or “having noble parents” Hashmi. He was the paternal brother ( (&>
Al 213l==) of Rasoolullah #. He was born 12 years after Huzur # declared Prophet- Hood

(600 CE). He was the first among young boys to accept Islam. His father had a big family

(JualliS) and so, he was brought up under the patronage (<JS) and guardianship (G« ~)
of Rasoolullah #. He has always been a helping hand (9L 9 <ww3) for Rasoolullah # ever since
he became Muslim. He used to hide and worship behind Rasoolullah # and despite being
tender aged (s oS), stood by him () in extending Islamic services (wlods 2dl).

Hadhrat Abu Talib was an extremely influential person of Makkah, belonging to an
exalted family. Muhammad # the beloved Messenger of Allah was brought up, under the
loving care (c&ai gig.éT) of his uncle (\>=) Hadhrat Abu Talib from the age of 8 years, who
defended (_ww 4uw) him always on every event, even after the declaration of his Prophet
Hood (g OMel). He endured rigid operations and cruelties (<sbas <) but never gave
up standing by the side (Lo glw) of the Beloved of Allah () (l45 wg>s). Although He
couldn’t fulfil the earnest wish (L3 J5) of Rasoolallah & to embrace Islam, he worked
together in Islamic services (wlbds (#dl) with such positivity and courage (oL 9 L)
that the Islamic history would be mentioning it repeatedly with gratitude (&));5,5%) and
indebtedness (4w Olu=l).

Hadhrat Fatima's binth Assad & was also an adopted mother of Rasoolallah #. She
along with her noble husband Abu Talib put a motherly loving hand over the orphan ()
of Makkah at every stage of his life. When she passed away, Rasoolallah # put on his
blessed shirt to her burial garment (:,45) and laid down a while into her grave just before
burial for Blessing good fortune (<Sy). When did people ask the reason? He (i) said,
“After Abu Talib, | am highly indebted (4w Olw) to this virtuous lady (0$ pw K5).”

2-Excellences of Syedna Ali & (JiLx3);
Q2- Describe the excellences (JiLx3) of Syedna Ali :&?
Ans- Following are the excellences (J5u=8) of Syedna Ali !

1. The major distinctive feature of Syedna Ali < is that Rasoolullah # performed the
marriage of his beloved daughter (ﬁ? <) and the leader of women in heaven ( &=
O3 § ugiyee) Syedna Fatima-Zahra « with Syedna Al «.
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2. Based on excellent unity and loyalty (oM 9 sl JWS) with Syedna Ali 4, Rasoolullah
# said, “Ali is from me and | am from Ali” (our flesh and blood are the same).

3. Rasoolullah # also said, “O my Lord (sl439l43), “I be the master (Y ¢0) of whom [meaning;
pure (ua)s) friend and helper (,814%)], Ali () be the master (¥g40) of them (friend and
helper)”.

4. O my Lord (cl9las), “whoever be the friend of Ali («4), You be the friend of him and
whoever be the enemy of Ali («4), You be the enemy of him.”

5. Rasoolullah # said, “I am the city of knowledge (% § ele) and Ali < is its door ( Sl
Il9y3).” Also said, “Ali < is blessed with heaven (&=).”

6. When Rasoolullah # introduced friendships (Ll> (3l:) between Immigrants (o>4-)
and Helpers (Llail), Syedna Ali «4 submitted, “Ya Rasoolullah #% you made each
Immigrant (,>l«») a brother of each Helper (,Uz3!) but you left me alone?” Rasoolullah
% responded, “Ali, you are my brother here in this world and the hereafter (<,51) too.

7. At the time of the Battle of Tabuk, Rasoolullah # appointed Syedna Ali s as his
representative (¢(nédl=>) in Medina. Then he said,” Ya Rasoolullah #, you left me with
the women and children?” Rasoolullah i, Replied, “Ali, should you not like as I left you
in @ manner as Moosa 8 left Haroon 3¢8. The only difference is, there wouldn’t be
any Prophet after me.”

8. Rasoolullah # at the time of the battle of Khaiber (s 093¢) said, “I will give the Flag
to a person who had attained the pleasure of Allah and His Rasool and Allah and His
Rasool also favour him.” The next day Rasoolullah # gave the Flag to Syedna Ali ..

3-Ethics and Habits (wlsle 9 @))
Q3- Enlighten the Ethics and Habits (wlske 9 3Ms1) of Syedna Ali Murtaza «4:?
Ans- Ethics and Habits (wise s 3Ms); of Syedna Ali Murtaza < are mentioned hereunder!

Syedna Ali & possessed exclusive (=) etiquettes (aw=> $=1) and laudable qualities ( Loyl
s3giw). He attained perfection (JWS), particularly in the qualities like knowledge and wisdom
(ceS> 9 ¢le), courage and control (wsd 9 celxa), speech and sermon (colks 5 ,45), asceticism
and abstinence ({558 9 W), sense of honour and faithfulness (43 3 «us>). For examples!

1. Being a minor, Syedna Ali «# used to go along with Rasoolullah # into the K’abah and
cause destruction to the idols and make them blemish (Ll> cus). When general (¢lc)
preaching of Islam was allowed by Allah [, Rasoolullah # gathered all family members
by inviting them and after taking dinner (UWS), he (i) preached about the Islam and
sought their help. While everybody remained silent, Syedna Ali & stood up and said,
“Though | am junior (5¢¢=) and my eyes are paining, my legs are thin, but | will be
backing you (the Prophet #).”

2. In the event of migration to Medina, Kuffar-e-Makah laid a siege (olol>s) to the
blessed house of Rasoolullah # throughout the night with sparkling swords in their
hands and Asadullah # (laspa& (JAe) was sleeping calmly on the blessed bed of
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Rasoolullah # in obedience to the instruction of the Prophet # and didn’t care
whatsoever.

3. When Masjid-e-Nabawi was under construction in Medina, Syedna Ali <& was reciting
couplets (Llx&l) emotionally while carrying bricks and clay.

4. In the Battle of Badr (L 833¢) Syedna Ali < had broken (s> &Ji) the ranks and files
(e § riwo) of disbelievers. In the Battle of Uhad (4>! 095¢) he received sixteen
wounds but put up a bold front (. 33) against Kuffar and never cared about his own
life and defended Rasoolullah #.

4-Worship and Absorption (Sl g wolke)

Q4- Enlighten the state of Worship and Absorption (Sl 9 wsks) of Syedna Ali «:?

Ans- Syedna Ali < used to perform worship vigorously (« <4S). In addition to Salah and
Fasting, whatever other worship (wlole) he used to initiate, he kept continuing it. The
moment he intended to perform Salah (3W3), the colour of his blessed face varied due to
divine awe (5] cwins). Syedna Ali’s < state of absorption (Sl!) in divine worship ( wobe
L5\,J‘\) can be judged through an event!

Once, in a battle, an arrow () got transfixed (LS «=) in his blessed leg and its nail (05x)
broke and remained in the leg. When trying to remove it, he used to be restless (L!y&0) with
its severe pain. But when Syedna Ali & was busy performing Salah and the nail (0%«s) was
pulled out, he felt nothing occurred to him.

5-Asceticism and Abstinence (385 9 43) and Humility (a2!59)

Q5- Describe the Asceticism and Abstinence (54 9 &3) and Humility (z~2!s5) of Syedna Ali «:?

Al LTI

Ans- Asceticism and Abstinence (iss& 9 43); Syedna Ali <% used to look down always on false
worldly shows and temporary luxuries of life. He lived an ascetical (4l.)) life from the
beginning to the end. Weeks together, no burning of fire (&> ux ST) rather no food for him
at home and when the intensity of hunger increased, he used to tie a stone to his stomach.
He couldn’t build a home in his life. He used to put on rough (54> 54«) clothes which would
be undersized. He used to take simple (J 902s) and indigence («!423) food.

Once during his Khilafat, standing on a pulpit () he declared, “Somebody may buy my
sword (L!s5)? By God, if | have money for the cost of my sheet (4o 45), | would not have sold
this sword. “Someone stood and said, “Ameer-ul-Momineen, | will give the cost of the sheet
(4o «5) as a loan to you.”

Humility (z+2!$5); Syedna Ali <& himself used to bring goods and things (<alw 153«) from the
market and had no shame (Lle) to work labour ()93 9 cu=>x). People normally approached
him to resolve their issues and they sometimes found him stitching his shoe, sometimes,
grazing (3!y=) camels, or digging the land. He sometimes was found asleep on the ground
(U4»8). During the time of his Khilafat, he normally goes around in the Bazaar wearing a shirt
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and an ordinary sheet (4o «) and if someone followed behind him as a mark of respect, he
used to forbid him.

6-Bravery (c<slx&), Tolerance and Mercy (s2s 9 ol>)
Q6- Elucidate the Bravery (cslxi&) and Tolerance and Mercy (s2¢ 9 ¢4>) of Syedna Ali -4:?

Ans- Bravery (c<slx&); The Bravery (c.sl=&) and courage ()ole) are exclusive qualities
(a9 yogsaswe) of Syedna Ali <. He attended almost all-important Islamic Battles (K>) and
displayed his unique sterling qualities (s> Jie o) of bravery.

For example! Once on a battlefield while he was fighting, the sword of the enemy (<,>) fell
from their hand, Syedna Ali <& withheld (W S9)) his blessed hand. The enemy requested him
to give him his sword. He immediately handed over his sword to him. The enemy got
astonished (LS o) 53) at his act of compassion (wsy) and said, “Ali <, how strange is this
(LS cuat) that you made your opponent regain the upper hand?” Syedna Ali’s < replied, “I
will never reject the request (J!s«) of a seeker (J;W).”

Tolerance and Mercy (94 9 @&>); Once on a battlefield, Syedna Ali < threw down a Jew
(6o9¢) (I5le=), and sat on his chest and was about to kill him. But the Jew suddenly spitted
(L> Ss¢3) at his blessed face. Syedna Ali < left the Jew and stayed back. The Jew said, “O Ali
4 shouldn’t you be annoyed more on my spitting. strange! (» <x>) that you left me.”
Syedna Ali & replied, “Earlier, | was fighting as a seeker of Allah’s [l pleasure (s 2_L)). But
now when you spitted at me, a sense of anger and retaliation (pl&dl Jvg>) fashioned in me. |
realized that my action now wouldn’t be purely (4uals-) for the sake of Allah. So, | didn’t like
that any action is carried out on behest of | myself (Jbs § juii).”

7-Generosity (wylew) and Justice and Justness (BLail 9 Jus)
Q7- Exemplify the Generosity (wybew), Justice and Justness (GLail 9 Jus) of Syedna Ali «:?

Ans- Generosity (9lew); Syedna Ali < withdrew (_:SHUS) from the materialistic world, but
his heart was so rich ((&£) that when any needy person or seeker (J5lw) comes, he used to
bestow him even “strength of everlasting life” (e 43). His mode (4i,k) of working was
like that of Syedna Abu Baker Siddique %, that as and when money and assets (Jk) were
received, he distributed them immediately and kept nothing in the public Treasury (JWJI cw).

For instance! One day, Syedna Ali & received information that the public treasury (JWJ! cw)
was filled with gold and silver. He then raised the slogan (b oy=3) “Allahu Akbar” (58 &ul) and
came to the public treasury (JWJl cw), called for a gathering of the people and started
disbursing the amount till not a single dirham remained in the Bait-ul-Mal (public treasury).

Justice and Justness (Uil 9 J4); once some wealth (Jk) along with bread was received
from a place called Isfahan (Ol4&»!). Syedna Ali <& prepared seven equal parts of the wealth
(Jk) and also seven pieces of the bread and placed one piece of the bread on each part. He
cast a lot (Y13 4¢,8) to know whom should be given first, and accordingly distributed.
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One day, his brother Syedna Aqgeel « requested financial aid. Syedna Ali % asked him, “be
patient for sometimes, once Muslims would get assistance (4al>9), you would also be given
aid.” But Syedna Aqgeel <4 was in urgent need of the aid and preferred to insist upon it (Jaz=3).
Then Syedna Ali < asked a man “to take Ageel «4 to the market and tell him to break open
the locks of shops and take away whatsoever available there.” Syedna Aqeel <& said, “Will
you like to make me a thief?” Then Syedna Ali « retorted, “Should you like me to be a thief
by giving you the property (Jk) of Muslims.”

8-Proficient Opinion and authority of verdict (alad wd yo! 31y colxpwl)
Q8- Enlighten the Proficient Opinion and authority of the verdict of Syedna Ali :&?

Ans- Syedna Ali <% used to resolve many complex cases (2440 odax0) peacefully. For Example!
Once two persons entrusted ()gk <ibl) one hundred dinars to a woman and said, “When
we both come back, you must give back this amount to us.” After one year, one of those two
persons, came saying that his friend had expired and taken back 100 dinars from the woman.
Next year the other person came to the woman and demanded his entrusted amount. The
woman was anxious (0lx>) not knowing what must be done. When this case was presented
before Syedna Ali <, he cross-checked with that person and said, “was it not your word that,
“unless both of the persons come together, the entrusted (c3k!) amount shouldn’t be given.”
So, bring your friend then only you could get your trusted (<sll) back.

9-Islamic Services (wbas 2l
Q9- Enlighten the Syedna Ali Murtdha’s < Islamic Services (wbds #Hl)?

Ans- Syedna Ali <& had spent his whole life serving Rasoolallah # and Islam. He attended all
the battles (wl93¢) along with Rasoolallah # except the battle of Tabuk and performed great
memorable tasks (0bls 3L)8). For instances!

1. During the battle of Uhud (4> 293¢), Syedna Ali < was earnestly active (e,ff») in
protecting Rasoolullah # against the attacks of the disbelievers and received sixteen
mortal wounds (&5 «3)) of arrow and sword. Despite, getting several wounds, he
never turns away (ljg» 4 4w) and continued shielding Rasoolullah #.

2. Syedna Ali «% had drafted the treaty of Sulah-e-Hadibia. When the disbeliever
objected to the word “Rasoolullah”, Nabi Kareem # directed Syedna Ali «4 to rub out
the word, but Syedna Ali’s < sense of honour (&x£) didn’t endure him to do so. He
said, “By God, | can’t remove this word.” Then Rasoolullah # himself rub out with his
blessed hand.

3. Sometimes, Rasoolullah # used to give the Flag of Islam (pde! @le) to Syedna Ali .
For instance! Rasoolullah # at the time of the battle of Khaiber (s 095¢) said, “I will
give the Flag to a person who had attained the pleasure of Allah and His Rasool and
Allah and His Rasool also favour him.” The next day, he gave the Flag to Syedna Ali <&
and the strong fort of Khaiber (42l38xu) was conquered by his strength. Syedna Ali’s

4 lifeted the big door of Khaiber, which couldn’t be lifted by many men together and
used the door as a shield (J3) and managed the Muslims to sit on it and enter the
Fort (4=13),

. At the time of the battle of Khandug (8% 093¢), Syedna Ali<4 had to fight with a
prominent wrestler (0'sk2) of Arab name Abdood (s34«c). Rasoolullah # tied up a
turban to Syedna Ali#: and adorned it with the sword. When Syedna Ali:& killed the
wrestler and shouted the slogan (&SS) “Allahu Akbar” (S| &), Rasoolullah 4 and all
Sahaabah Karaam were delighted and raised the same Takbir (S| &ul). The disbelievers
got extremely discouraged and ultimately, Allah [ created such a drive («l!) that they
run away within a night from the battlefield.

. As directed by Rasoolullah #, on the day of victory of Makah, Syedna Ali« climbed
over the blessed shoulder of Rasoolullah # and smashed (LS b L) the big copper-
idol mounted at a high place. This way, the last impurity (cwl= $,31) of sacred Bait-
Ulla (5,65 S 4U1) was washed away through the hands of Syedna Ali..

. During the battle of Hunain (e 093¢), when the feet of Muslims rooted out (8 565! p43),
Syedna Ali% not only remained steadfast but also managed to assassinate the main
leader of the opponent’s army (,<&) and changed the course (Ls> Ju ) of the battle
(4Sy20). And the Muslims in the end proved victorious (b ).

Whenever Rasoolullah # directed Syedna Ali« to many places in connection with the
propagation of Islam, he attained success at every place. For instance! The Hamdan’s
Tribe of Yemen accepted Islam only through the preaching of Syedna Ali«. He took a
major part in attending (s)'»)Ws) to Rasoolullah’s # in his last days and his funeral

process (eSS 9 ).

All Sahaba used to have trust in Syedna Ali:4:. He took part in many important dealings
(wMslas) during the khilafat of Syedna Abu Baker Siddique «. He was a respectable
member of the board of judicial verdict (b3l juxs).

. Similarly, Syedna Omar % never went ahead with large ventures without discussing
them with Syedna Ali«4. On one occasion Syedna Omar « said, “If Ali <& wasn’t with
me, | would have been finished.” When he went to dome of the Rock (ywsiaedl cw) in
Jerusalem, he handed over the affairs of Khilafat to Syedna Ali«4. It was the result of
close amity (s=l) and sincerity (ue3=) that Syedna Ali& married his youngest daughter
Syedna Ummul Kulthum & with Syedna Omar 4. He used to admire and have high
regard for the way of the practical approach of Syedna Omar % and adapted the
identical avenue (uxs, j,) of Syedna Omar < in his own time of Khilafat.




10-Period of Caliphate (cé)s)

Q10- Elucidate the eminence relating to the period of the Caliphate of Syedna
Ali .&:7?

Ans- Caliphate (cé3s); Syedna Ali« occupied (oSeis) the authentic Caliphate (céds wiwe) after
three days of the Martyrdom of Syedna Othman <. It was not an easy task for him to unite
the disorganised state of affairs (ias 2 50 2 ,6%) after the Martyrdom of Syedna Othman <.
Lastly, the eminent (& JJ=) Sahaba Karaam who were present then, requested Syedna
Ali«& to accept the Khilafat. Though he was reluctant, eventually, he agreed (.~ ¢4 9) due to
the persistence of Immigrants (¢u,>4s) and Residents (,u=il). Almost all companions (wl>we),
except a few accepted him as Khalifa. Of course, the Muslims of Syria (¢l&) had not taken the
oath of allegiance (c=x) of his Khilafat along with a few people from Irag and Egypt ().
After becoming Khalifa, Syedna Ali«& first took up the interrogation (_:ua5) of the case (4eis)
of Syedna Othman’s martyrdom (dkie wslz). But unfortunately, the murderer couldn't be
identified despite making sincere trials. Therefore, he was constrained to focus on the
administration of Khilafat.

During the Khilafat of Syedna Ali«, the victorious sphere could not be enlarged because of
internal civil wars (us&> «1s), and he couldn’t have leisure for a while (4= <I) to divert his
attention towards victories. Moreover, his period of Khilafat was only four years and nine
months. Nevertheless, despite the various type of problems (=i osS655), the period of
Syedna Ali Murtudhah’s < Khilafat was full of glorious (oLl edac) memorable works (0ssb)5).

For instance! He made special reforms («=ue!), particularly in the administrative discipline
(B 9 plas ($de), military supervision (wblail =95) and revenue department (Jb <aue). He also
played a dynamic role by nipping in the bed (usS~) of newly converted Muslims, Christion
apostates (c»wye) and dissenters (us>)\s) etc. He also took part in the execution of other
religious services. Despite extremely constraining situations (ugysexs <), Syedna Aliss
exhibited himself as an unparalleled model (45e5 akis ) of Godliness (s« &>) and forbearance
(Jo=3) before the world, with extraordinary perseverance and courage (Ml 5 cwy) While
facing a lot of teething troubles till the last minute («= ,5T) of his life.

11-Battle of Jamal (Jo> Ki>)
Q11- Give a brief account of the Battle of Jamal (J«> &X=)?

Ans- Battle of Jamel (J«> &i=); this battle occurred at the city of Basra (o~) in Irag. Ummul
Momineen Syedna Aisha <& was returning from Hajj and she received the news concerning
Syedna Othman’s martyrdom (Skie walez). At that time, people of Bani Umayyah gathered at
Basra. Syedna Talha & and Syedna Zubair < wanted to take revenge (Yx) for Syedna
Othman’s martyrdom. On the other side, Syedna Ali& arrived with a large army (,XJ)
wherein people of riots (3'sb) and Saba's (i) sects [i.e. two riots (_£L) from Egypt (_»a<) who were

involved in martyr of Syedna Othman ] were also present. What could be the result of mutual
guestioning and answering between them except reconciliation (c=Juas), because on both
the sides God-loving (cwy &) people were present? The next day morning, after clearing up
doubts and suspicions, a peace treaty was about to be finalized. In the meanwhile, the riots
(4'sb) group from Syedna Ali’s <& army side, thought that the peace treaty would be against
their plot (asas). So, they acted upon a hint of Abdullah bin Saba and made a hidden attack
(b 0s=&) in the night, on the unaware (> ) army (X&) of Syedna Aisha <. As a result,
there was bloodshed in the thousands on both sides. Hadhrat Syedna Aisha <% and Syedna
Ali «& had tried their best to stop their soldiers (,XaJ) from attacking each other. But disorder
(wx8) was already spread and after the blood-shedding of ten thousand Muslims, the
battlefield cooled down. Syedna Ali <4, Called on to Syedna Aisha «, enquired about her
health (§ «» zl») and with due regard, arranged her stay with essential comfort. Syedna
Aisha «# also addressed the people saying, “O my children! There was no conflict (Js-,3)
between me and Ali «. This fight is the result of mutual confusion. Syedna Ali:4 also testified
this and said, “She (Syedna Aisha ) is our mother, her tribute is obligatory (,2,%) on us.”
Then, he despatched Syedna Aisha & along with forty respected women to Medina and
followed her up to a far distance. Thereafter, he directed his sons to follow her (<) further
up to a stage of the journey.

12-Syedna Amir Mawiah’s :& disruption ( i)

Q12- Explain the disruption by Syedna Amir Mawiah & and other revolts (,vs%) and the
dynamic remedial measures taken by Syedna Ali :&?

Ans- Syedna Amir Mawiah’s <& disruption (%)s<&); Further, Syedna Ali <% had to deal with
Syedna Amir Maawiah # who was anxious (,lyis) at Syria (¢lz) to take revenge. Syedna Ali <
sent an order to depose him and demanded an oath of allegiance (cuw). Amir Maawiah &
didn’t carry out the order and replied, “I have no objection executing the oath of allegiance
(cw2) on your hand, but the revenge of Syedna Othman <& is an essential matter.” Syedna Ali
# informed him of the factual dealings of the event and expressed his apology (s9)k). But
the influence of the martyrdom (wsls) of Syedna Othman <% on him and the people of Syria
(plé) was so intense (Jwui) that it wouldn’t allow them to listen to even a plausible apology
(Lde Jsaas) of Syedna Ali <. As a result, immense blood-shedding battles took place and
thousands of Muslims lost their lives and Syedna Amir Mawiah < continued to rule on the
territory of Syria (pl&).

Other revolts (t9la); Syedna Ali 4 came into contact (i 4&l) with so many other revolts
(uSs%) like new Muslims (ealuss), Jews (ugws=s) and apostates (vg94is). But Assad Ullah
(h=xzs) had with excellent dealings controlled the revolts and set up such an illuminating
example (ube ori9)) of forgiveness and overlooking ))'5335129)) which would sustain as cutting-
edge in everlasting memories. For example! Persian (ug#!5!) were dealt with such a graceful
remedy (wslae 5 k) that even after their insurrection (iS), they forgot their trend of
sovereignty (dl=,b dlossss) and remained extremely grateful. He had to fight with Kharijite-
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group ((e>\=) and defeated them and penalised the Saba’l sect (48,5 3W). Thus, there was no
chance for him to pay attention to victories (=ULg:8). Nevertheless, Syedna Ali <& moved ahead
to eastern Iran and southern Afghanistan i.e. Baluchistan and Kabul (¢tw.w). He also permitted
to attack India through the navigational route. But Syedna Amir Mawiah « started again
instigating a series of disruptions (4. 8 usi)54). Syedna Ali % devoted attention to checking
these disruptions, but in the meanwhile, a poisonous sword (L1555 (L)) of Khariji Ibn Muljam
(s o3k o)) triggered the martyrdom of Syedna Ali <.

13- Martyrdom of Syedna Ali & (wal)
Q13- Describe briefly the facts relating to the martyrdom of Syedna Ali & (woli)?

Ans- Martyr of Syedna Ali .« (wal&); While Syedna Ali <& was going to perform Salah in the
early morning, Abdul Rahman ibn Muljam, a Kharijite attacked him with a poisonous sword
(Llels Lyw3) on his blessed head which caused serious injury by spreading its poison into the
whole body. Consequently, on the third day of this incident i.e. 20 Ramadan, the night of
Friday, 40 H (= -) , this sun (<Usl) of the bounty of perfection (JuS s J«3) and rectitude
counsel of sanity (culy 3 443) Syedna Ali % had been hidden from the sight (Jg=9 o 05¢5T) and
entered the kingdom of heaven (&Ss» 3> Jl9). He was 63 or 64 years old.

Syedna Ali’s <4 period of Khilafat remained a total of five years, in this period, he displayed
those memorable tasks (»U)5) before the world that were astonishing (038! wx>). In such
restrained situations, he always demonstrated the topmost model of asceticism and
abstinence ({58 9 W), righteous (L), trustworthy (Jlwsll) and justice and fair play (s Jas
BLail). He stood firm on his principles and never slipped. Syedna Ali & had a simple life.
He used to put on rough (55> Gss) clothes which would be undersized. He used to take
simple (Jse2s) and indigence («1x48) food and used to accept invitations of poor and low
cadre folk and looked down at riches. In short! His morals and habits were worth following
in every aspect, so why not (u« usS)? As he received teaching and bringing up in the cradle
(11«S) of Prophet-hood, Syedna Ali’s & excellence, perfection (JWS 9 J+28) and etiquettes
(&M=1) were so wonderful.
