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1-Syedna Othman bin Affan &

Third Khalifa Rashid (23 H to 35 H)
Q1- Describe the lineage, qualities, and distinctions of Syedna Othman bin Afwan .&?

Ans-Name and Lineage (—w 9 pb); Name- Othman (okis), Lagab or Title — Zunnoo-Rain
(cps¥ls3) and Ghani ((»£)- Kunniat — Abu Abdullah (dilaes), Father’s name — Afaln (olas), Family
— Quraish (u,3), Tribe -— Bani Umayyah (4xf ). , Source of income — Trading (<»\=3), Progeny
- His lineage (wws 4w join at 8" descendent (w.i) to Muhammad #. Syedna Othman
was a great affluent (&) person. He was the owner of a huge property, houses, lands, and
slaves (ugede). His household’s equipment (0Ll 9 jls) was so much that very few people of
Makkah could match him.

Qualities (GLeyl); He possessed noble characteristics (Blegl 43l &), He was a distinguished
venerable of his time, mostly in respects of Generosity (w9») and kindness (s> 4uwe). He
escaped from quarreling and argument (%= (l5)) since he was a literate () 2%) and
truthful (,lubs) person. Besides, he was tolerant (eJ>), generous (L), and extremely
modest (Llsk=>) by nature. Nobody could look at his bare body. He used to take bath wearing
clothes in a closed bathroom. He is accustomed to looking down (i) s (o23).

Acceptance of Islam (U)S Jgd adl); Syedna Othman < was the fifth person among the
Muslims who accepted Islam. A few days after the declaration of Prophet-Hood by
Rasoolullah #, when Othman « returned from Syria (¢l), Syedna Abu Baker « took him to
Rasoolullah #. After having a brief talk and listening to a few verses of the Hoy Quran,
immediately accepted Islam. Then his uncle (»=) tied him with rope and put him in a closed
room and harassed him cruelly and troubled (<udl). But Syedna Othman < stood firm on
Islam. When tyranny and oppression (¢l%) exceeded, Syedna Othman «, with the permission
of Rasoolullah,# left his home and beloved motherland (o9 hls) Makkah in the way of Allah
45 and migrated to Habshah (4éu>) along with his blessed spouse (4=>9)) Syedna Rugya <« the
blessed daughter of Rasoolullahi. Later when beloved Rasoolullah # migrated to Medina,
he also came to Medina. This way Syedna Othman « had performed two migrations (,>)
in the way of Allah ds.

Distinctions; He participated in all the Islamic Battles (wly3¢) except one or two battles ,
proving his spirit of sacrifice and loyalty ()slé9 9 &) ol=) on every occasion. In the battle
of Bader () 093¢) Rasoolullah # had left Syedna Othman <« at home for attending (s)'s)ks)
to his patient spouse Syeda Ruqya «# the beloved daughter of the Prophet #. However, as
per the instruction of Nabi Karim, £ he was mentioned ()W) in the warriors (c»4>=s) of Badar,
received rewards (<!s5 3 ,>1) and also war booty (cwse Jk) as a warrior. However, he grieved
much for not attending the battle.
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In the sixth year of migration to Medina, Rasoolullah # went to Makah but had to stop at a
place called ‘Hudaybia’ due to obstruction (cw=>lss) of disbelievers of Makah. He (#) directed
Syedna Othman < to Makah as his ambassador (_12«) to the leaders of disbelievers. When
Hadhrat Othman < hadn’t returned, Rasoolullah # took the oath of allegiance (vls2) cw)
from all Sahaba sitting under a tree at Hudaybia to fight till the last drop of blood. In the

absence of Syedna Othman % ,Rasoolullah # considered one of his hands as the hand of
Syedna Othman « to administer the oath of allegiance on his behalf.

2-Humility, Worship, and fear of Allah &

Q2- Describe Syedna Othman’s & exceptional qualities like Humility, Worship, and fear of
Allah 3&?

Ans- Humility (z2153); Syedna Othman < was a very humble (zl;+Jl«Sis) and hospitable
(~21920) being. Despite, having many male and female slaves (e 5 s339)), he used to work for
himself and never troubled anyone else. He put on simple clothes and at times laid down
on the ground (S %) and when stood up, marks of gravel (ol S S58) would appear on his
body.

Caring for modesty (4=) was his unique quality. Rasoolullah also regarded his bashfulness
(p). Once, while Rasoolullah# was sitting down with other Sahaba, Syedna Othman < came,
and then Rasoolullah# wrapped up (sww) his clothes and said, “Why should | not be
ashamed with a person when the angels also feel ashamed with him.

The qualities like kindness (w3,+), good behavior (Sslw =), sympathy towards relations ( 4
«>), Patience, and tolerance (J«=i 9 ~e) were embedded perfectly in Syedna Othman <. His
sympathizing (sv4ssy) with the Muslims was so great that his wealth and effects (glw 5 Jb)
were already endowed (WS ca3s) for them. He never hesitated to give up his life for the sake of
Islam. At the time of his martyrdom (wslgs), he hadn’t allowed his devoted persons (ug)t =)
to lift their swords despite their repeated requests. In short, all those aptitudes that a true
successor ((sésl> ~w) of Rasoolullah % should hold, remained totally in him.

Worship and fear of Allah #& (145 (395 9 wisle); Syedna Othman 4 used to take a little rest
initially and was accustomed to waking up the whole night performing Salah and invoking
Allah’s names (J! ,S3). Quite often he would be reciting the whole Quran into two Rakats of
Salah. He used to observe several fasts (»j9 « wsS). After becoming Khalifah, he was
performing Hajj every year. He used to be always (cds 4) in a state of shivering fearfully
(0lwyi 9 03,)) due to the awe-inspiring of Allah #& (/! cuss). Whenever he visited graves ( <))
)58), he used to think about his own demise and be crying so deeply that his blessed beard
(Ske sw) turned out to be wet. He was very kind-hearted and God-fearing. The state of
equality (wlsluw) to such an extent that he used to treat his slaves (usYse) as brothers. His
responsibility (elexy!) in devotion (s9:) to Sunnat-e-Rasool was so much that he never put on
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the garment for the lower part of his body («\>L) the whole life and he would be wrapped
with a sheet (.) to follow Sunnah. However, at the time of his martyrdom (wsl), he put
on a pajama («\=>L), thinking that the lower part of his body (i) shouldn’t be uncovered.

3-Generosity and charity (wybew g o2L3)
Q3- Exemplify Syedna Othman Ghani’s & unique Generosity and charity?

Ans- Generosity and charity (wysw 5 924); Syedna Othman Ghani’s <4 generosity (b 959>,
was unique and equal for the rich and poor (_«2 5 »¢). He expended his wealth over
Muslims liberally, wealth which he earned through a business. He never turned down the
needs of a person asking for help (Jis S J5l) and always used to provide pleasant foods
(LS sues) for others and take bread with olive oil (Js 8 0su3) and vinegar (<S) for himself.
During the period of his Khilafat, he never used a little money (S 4> <l) from the public
treasury (JW cw) for his own expenses. On other hand, he used to provide financial
assistance (wlas JL) to Islam in delicate and destitute situations (2 vsdse SH6 9 9 2) from
his own money (JL). For instances!

1. There was only one well (us:S) yielding sweet water by the name “Bair Rumah” (409,_)
in Medina. Its owner was a Jew (s>32) who used to make money and give acess to the
well’s water. Muslims were suffering due to a shortage of drinking water on account
of their poverty and hardship (<« 3 co,¢). Syedna Othman Ghani’s < on the behest of
Rasoolullah#, purchased the well by paying 20,000/- (dinars) and according to another
narration (<olgy) 35,000/- (dinars) to the Jew and donated (Ls,S ca3s) the well (ulsS) to
the Muslims. Similarly, he purchased a required plot of land and donated it for the
expansion of Masjid-e-Nabavi.

2. There was hardship and paucity (&5 5 o) at the time (4l)) of the battle of Tabuk
(Sss), Therefore Rasoolullah 4 persuaded Muslims to contribute monetary support to
the Islamic army. Syedna Othman Ghani & arranged complete military equipment ()l
~ Oblw 9) intended for one-third Islamic army, comprising forty thousand (40,000)
foot-soldier and mounted warriors, besides, offering them one thousand (1000)
camels, seventy (70) horses and one thousand ‘Gold coins (uWél) as cash.
Rasoolullah# was much pleased with the generosity (s2%8) of Syedna Othman <4 and
while flinging up the gold coins in his hands, he (#) said, “Hereafter any deed (Joc 355)
of Othman wouldn’t harm him.”

3. During the journey of Tabuk (S35) Rasoolullahi and all military men (cxulxe) were in
difficulties due to a shortage of food-provisions ($34S). Syedna Othman < came to
know the problem and purchased sufficient food provision, which was carried upon
camels and they all dined satisfied (,Ssunw). Then, Rasoolullah prayed to say, “O Allah
4211 am pleased with Othman, You also be pleased with him, and repeated thrice these
words of prayer with the ardor of gladness (<, we jis>)”.
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4. Once, Rasoolullah# and his family members couldn’t dine for four days and
Rasoolullah# was busy performing Salah and invocation in the Masjid. Syedna Othman
#, when he came to know about this situation, felt extremely dejected and offended
(sax2) 9 Jske)and took flour (6T), wheat (usS), dates (1s=45) in a large quantity and carried
upon several camels directly to the residence of the Prophet # and offered with cash
of three hundred Dirhams and a goat. Rasoolullah# came back from the masjid, saw
these provisions at home, and raised hands in the Divine court (ssp! o§b) and prayed
for Syedna Othman (<) three times same prayer which he made earlier on the event
of Battle of Tabuk (Sss 0952).

5. Syedna Othman « was accustomed to setting free one slave (¢M&) every Friday and if
missed on some Friday, he used to free two slaves on the next Friday.

6. From the time of Rasoolullah,# the Majid-e-Nabavj was in a temporary shed with its
roof made of the leaves of a date tree. During the rainy season, even after the rain
stopped, the Masjid’s roof used to be leaking for two or three days. Syedna Othman
4, during his time of Khilafat, reinforced (LLo 4i5w) the Masjid-Nabavi and made it
rainproof with his expense (4,- 313).

4-Justice and Fair play (Glail g Jus)

Q4- Elucidate Syedna Othman’s 4 Justice and Fair play?
Ans- Justice and Fair play (@uail g Jus); Look at the following examples!

1. Once Syedna Othman « scolded (w3 &413) his slave (ed¢) who was responsible
for some omission (ys3) and said, “You may also rebuke (&3 &3513) me so that
the matter be recompensed (3M).” The slave humbly stated, “lI can’t be
disrespectful to you. As you fear the day of resurrection (<), | also fear that
would | be caught accountable for disrespecting such a kind Master like you.”
On hearing him, Syedna Othman « was full of tears in his eyes (s2sT) and set the
slave free.

2. Hadhrat S’ad bin Waqaas < took some amount as a loan from Baitul Maal
(public treasury) and couldn’t payback. Syedna Othman < interrogated (x2)b)
him severely and deposed (Jgy=s) him.

3. There was a general announcement in the entire country that if anybody had a
complaint against any governor (Jls), he may come on the event of Hajj and
submit it. Because on the event of Hajj, all the governors (Jk<) were called on
and Syedna Othman < used to conduct inquiries into the complaints and resolve
their issues and redresses.

4. Syedna Othman <% had issued orders that “if anybody’s right or dirham or dinar
is due on me or anybody received hurt («s.s) from my hand, he can come and
collect
his right from me or forgive me and forget.
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5-Khilafat-e- Syedna Othman . (cés)

Q5- Enlighten Syedna Othman 4, prominent works and performance of Islamic
services during his tenure of Khilafat?

Ans- Khilafat-e- Syedna Othman & (céds); After the Martyrdom of Syedna Omer -,
members of the Consultative Body ()3 Jl) elected Syedna Abdul Raman bin ‘Auf < as
head of the council (z2~) and he with the consent of all Muslims, appointed Syedna
Othman « as 3™ Khilafah. Therefore all Sahaba collectively accepted his Khilafat. During
his time of Khilafat Syedna Othman & had done the following prominent works ( 24,5
obks) and performed Islamic services. For examples!

1. He had full expertise in ruling and politics because he had seen the blessed periods of
Rasoolullah # and Syedna Abu Baker «# and Syedna Omar < (i) and had the
opportunity of the keen observation of ruling discipline (s« 5 ok23) for a very long period.

2. There were many opponents in the period of Syedna Othman % and their criticism
(v «5) and impertinence (&b ob)) became open. In such a period of ironical uproar
(w94Tn), upholding managerial efficiency (el ow=) and making sure that the
perseverance (JMawl) and forbearance (Js=3) mustn’t get out of caliph’s hand, was one
of the major tasks of Syedna Othman’s « heroic determination.

3. Syedna Othman « had executed dismissals and appointments (cua 9 J;<) of governors
(usksle) in his tenure of Khilafat. This showed the smartness (e Sub), prudence (9o
<wl), and awareness of the political affairs of state (<Xl 54!) in him. For example, his
appointed officers (¢&=) strived hard in running the administration (cSles elaul),
expanding the realm (cukls awsi), and propagation of Islam (el celal). As a result,
most of the fertile (Jx»=))) parts of the world could be included in the Islamic regime and
its expanse reached up to the wall of Istanbul of Turkey (4cladawd) in the north, up to
India (<»\) in the east, up to Yemen (c») in the south and up to Africa (4a,é)and
Andalus (_«w1) in the west of the world.

4. During the khilafat of Syedna Othman =, Muslims acquired so much wealth and assets
(Jl 9 <J93) or money-oriented comfort that is never destined (394 «wsai) to happen
again. He was also keen on making arrangements (cliyl) for the teaching of the
Muslims in general and teaching of the Holy Quran to them in particular as one of its
imperative links ($55). As a result, besides augmenting (caws) the Islamic regime, the
smart ethics of Muslim society like good manners (&M o), chastity (SxSb), humility
(e238) fulfillment of the promise (w«s.Ww!) and monotheism (4=s) could remove
several creatures (xS @glxs) from their inherent (swlue) and inventive (J4s) religions
and made them true Muslims.

5. During the Khilafat of Syedna Othman, <% quite a large number of Victories (<\>gx8)
were achieved. They had to battle with non-Muslims in the western countries wherein
adequate spreading of Islam took place. The Islands Qabradh (256 4,;=) and some
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other Islands could be conquered by way of pursuing a series of battles. The power
(L9)) of retaliation (duu) of Persia (L) and East Persia (oll,>) was shattered (6¢35) only
in the Syedna Othman < period.

6. Inthe Syedna Othman’s «& time, the Islamic Flag was hosted on the tall towers of Kabul
(bS), Khurasan (okd), Afghanistan (otwl i), Persian towns (<L) and
Turkmenistan the capital of Tabrastan (otwxb). Also, preparations (pliw!) of naval war
by the Islamic Navy (Ly>w #Dl) were initiated, revenues (J34wl) of states increased,
Constitution (Jeslhsuss) of governmental discipline (&« 5 el23) which was laid down in the
time of Syedna Omer <% was continued with few needed improvements.

7. During the tenure of Syedna Othman <, the construction works (<lxe=3) were carried
out, Mosques, Inns (3/~), Guest Houses (3 ok=s), and Office Buildings (¥3) were
built. Military camps (oliglg> (=43) were set up at required places. In his period, a lot
of camels and horses were available and their fostering (_s9,) and patronage (¢=1sy)
were organized with due care. Extremely widespread grazing grounds (_+8y>) were
prepared, water ponds (»<i=) were dug up around them, and houses were also built
for managing staff ((nelaxw) of grazing grounds.

8. In an effort of preaching Islam, Syedna Othman « used to personally enunciate the
merits of Islam (0> (2Dl) before the prisoners (s48) of battle and they were then
invited to accept Islam. He was keen to respect teaching Muslims and so, the effort
that he made for the Quran-e-Majid was an important link in its chain.

In short (u2,3]1), the period of Syedna Othman’s <& Khilafat was very successful in every
aspect. He remained as Khalifah for about twelve (12) years. For more than half of his
period, peace and security was prevailing all over the country, and progress and victories
were achieved. But alas (u~s«31) the hypocrites (;rsls) long-pending plan begot their time

(a35¢) and as a result of their mischief-makings (oLjls, 4ws), the painful incident of the

martyrdom (wslgs) of Syedna Othman’s <& took place.
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6-Preservation and Propagation of Quran (o!,8 cslil)

Q6- Demonstrate Syedna Othman’s -4 notable work in the preservation of the Quran-
Majid?

Ans- preservation, and Propagation of Quran (o!,$ wslat); Syedna Othman’s <% memorable
work (4eU)8 :é9)) was the preservation (cbla>) of the Quran-Majid against dissimilarity
(Bxl) and tampering with text (aw,>3) and its mass-propagation (c<ll elc) by laying
emphasis (> ,9)) on specific phonetic (Js=3) recitation (wl,3) by masses (plgs). For
example

At the time of the victory of the Republic of Armenia [country in the South Caucasus region
of Eurasia (WiwT)] and Azerbaijan (ol=sL,3T), armies of Syria (el), Egypt (~=+), Iraq (8lys) and
surrounding of the country (S Gl,bl) jointly (aeixs) participated in the war (L1),5) and
these armies, there were mostly converted (eplwsss) Muslims and non-Arabs (s>=<) whose
mother-tongue wasn’t Arabic (4,<). Syedna Huzaifah bin Yaman < also participated in the
same war. He observed that the state of dissimilarity (1) in the recitation («\,3) of the
Quran was so much that the recitation of the people of Syria was entirely different from
the recitation («!,8) of the people of Iraq. Similarly, there was no consistency (cuwls) in
recitation between people of Basrah (o) and people of Kufah (4255). As a result, people
of each country thought that their recitation was correct and of others wrong and so there
could be likely outbreak of disorder (slé). Therefore, Syedna Huzaifah < had returned
from the battlefield being anxious about dissimilarities (<) of recitation («\,3). He met
Syedna Othman 4 and informed the detailed situation and said, “O Ameerul Momineen!
If attention is not paid to this issue, the Muslims might cause serious tampering with the
text of the book (0,3) like the Christians (vsslws) and Romans (vssg,)”

Syedna Othman < then called for the companions (wl=»!) of Rasoolullah # including
Syedna Ali «4 and consulted on the issue. All of them had realized the importance of the
state of affairs and decided anonymously (3$WYL) that a few Copies of Quran-Majid
compiled during the Khilafat of Syedna Abu Baker:: be prepared (which was preserved
with Ummul Mominen Hadhrat Hafsah %) and sent to various countries and the existing
books (wil=s) be destroyed. Therefore, Syedna Othman « appointed Syedna Zaid bin
Thabit«, Syedna Abdullah bin Zubair: , and Syedna S’ad bin ‘Aas % to prepare copies of
the Quran and sent them to seven countries besides spreading them in his own country.
He called for all the books (l=e) from different places which were written by the various
people and destroyed them.
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7- Excellences of Syedna Othman &, (Jsu23)
Q7- Enlighten the Excellences of Syedna Othman &, (Jstas3)?
Ans- Excellences of Syedna Othman &, (Jlx)! Are mentioned as follows;

1. Two daughters (oliw) of Rasoolullah # were married (one after other) to Syedna
Othman « . That is the reason, he is called “Zunnorain” (¢y%)9J193).

2. Syedna Ali < narrated that Rasoolullah # said to Syedna Othman <, “If | had forty
daughters, | would have married them one after the other to you.”

3. On the occasion of taking the oath of allegiance (0l32) <w) at Hudaybia, Rasoolullah
# had considered his hand as the hand of Syedna Othman % and administered the
oath of allegiance (<w) on his behalf (in the absence of Syedna Othman ).

4. Rasoolullah 4 said, “The angels also feel shy with Othman ..

5. While mentioning about tribulations («x8) Rasoolullah # said, “Othman % would
prove himself true and justified (» 3>). He also said, “Othman < is blessed with heaven
(@=).”

6. Every prophet (s3) had a comrade (+%)) and my comrade is Othman « in the paradise
(o).

8-Martyrdom of Syedna Othman & (wal)

Q8- Enlighten the circumstances before and after the Martyrdom of Syedna Othman

Ans- Situations before the Martyrdom of Syedna Othman & (wald); Syedna Othman
performed the obligation of Khilafat for a total of twelve years, out of which six years
passed very peacefully. But in the remaining six years, differences (<&s1) and problems
(2 55¢>) were raised (3¢S 5) by some people. Some people made direct complaints
against Syedna Othman % which were not truthful at all (dale ) w). Yet, some mischief
mongers (o, 4d) from Basrah (o), Koofah (48¢5), and Egypt (=) joined together in
Medina, surrounded the blessed house of the Khalifah Syedna Othman 4 and were ready
to assassinate (u<) him.

Syedna Othman % addressed the traitors (ug«£L) from the roof of his building and
described his services (&) offered to the nation (r58) and the traitors acknowledged
them. Then he asked, “Tell me, on what mistakes of mine, will you like to kill me?” the
traitors couldn’t reply. On the contrary, they started throwing stones at him. Finally,
Syedna Othman < came down and sat in his room.

During the days of this siege (0 ~ol>xs) by traitors, Syedna Othman <& was observing, fasts.
Sometimes, it so happened at the time of breaking fast (,Uz3!), leaving aside food (LUS)s),
a drop of water was not available. Thus, at night, he used to lie down on an empty stomach
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and continued to fast the next day. He couldn’t come out in his courtyard (;>=«) due to
stone-pelting and he had to pass day and night in a closed room.

In the meanwhile, his various well-wishers and thousands of slaves () wanted to
eradicate the traitors by the power of the sword (958 )s53). But Syedna Othman
never allowed them to do so as he was extremely kind-hearted and never liked the
Muslims to get involved in bloodshed amongst themselves. He then, released all his Slaves
saying, “Go wherever you like but don’t fight with Muslims. During the same siege
(o50l>xe), Syedna Mughairah bin Shaibah . (4w (p omielidww) also came and said, “Alas!
Being the Khalifah-e-Waqt (Caliph of time) you have been overtaken by such misery. You
may take any of the following three steps!

1. Either, you come out and oppose the traitors (0 9+£0), as you have many defenders
(W) with you and you are truly justified (ux » 3>).
2. Or, leave the front gate, break the wall on the rear side and take off to Makkah.
You may be safe there because of the Haram Sharif.
3. Or else, go away to Syria (pl&).”
Syedna Othman % answered, “l don’t want to come out for fighting because, | being the
Khalifah of Rasoolullah # never liked to be responsible for carnage (S 3>) of Muslims
and also wouldn’t like to go to Makkah, as there would be disorder because of me in
Haram Sharif. Lastly, regarding taking up a journey to Syria, | can't get away from the
Vicinity (,SﬁLM) of Rasoolullah #.” He further added that, “in this siege (onrol>w),
Rasoolullah # has taken an oath (4<) from me and | firmly vow to him with patience.”

When the news spread that the traitors (0g£L) were likely to martyr Syedna Othman .
Then Syedna Ali 4, Syedna Talhah <, and Syedna Zubair# had appointed (LS ¢nais) their
sons (including Imam Hasan <« and Imam Husain <) along with a few more individuals at
the door of the house of Syedna Othman «#so that the traitors (£L) couldn’t enter in the
blessed house. But three or four traitors went to the other side and entered the house by
jumping across the wall ()!923) and martyred him («) cruelly while he was reciting the
Quran (ol wsst) .His blessed blood fell on the Quran’s verse “eidall jaldlzhs Ll 4SaSsad”
(So Allah is sufficient to guard you against their evil and He is All-Hearing, All-Knowing).
His martyrdom (wsl&) took place on Friday the 18t Zilhajjah 35 Hijri. &34zl 431C15 £ 6)
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9-State of affairs after the Martyr
Q9- Describe the State of affairs after the Martyr of Syedna Othman &?

Ans-State of affairs after the Martyr of Syedna Othman & (wal); when the news of his
Martyrdom spread, Syedna Ali % came deploring (3 S v g«l) and slapped both of his sons
and asked them, “How could the traitors enter into the house? All the Sahaba Karam of
Medina were shedding tears bitterly (Ll L)) and were deploring. Syedna Huzaifah < a
great sahabi-Rasool said, “The crack («=)) that occurred in Islam on account of the
martyrdom of Syedna Othman < will not be closed until doomsday (<wld).”

Q10- Who was the assassin of Syedna Othman .&?

Ans- The assassin couldn’t be traced or arrested at the site inspite of sincere trials
conducted by Syedna Ali 4. The traitors (09+£0L) looted whatever money and assets (9 Jb
L) they could find in the blessed house after martyring him 4. The door of the house
remained closed for two days. The purified (_«es) body of a venerable being (gww S 3») was
laid without bath and burial for two days. On the third day, a funeral (st=jW3) was
conducted by Syedna Zubair % and Syedna Othman < laid to rest with blood-stained ( 03>
